Show Chairman Job description

Plan the annual show and auction (Really don't have to do anything about the auction)

Plan the speakers for the event, make sure they are taken care of, and have lodging provided for them, get receipts to the treasurer, It's easier to just have them all stay in one place, then there is just one bill to worry about.


Beg Klaus Bertrich to plan the layout and take care of banquet reservations, Make sure banquet credit from the auctions are applied.


Work with Web Master/Mistress to get show info on the website


Have committee meetings as many as necessary to properly plan for the show.


Make sure rules and classes are set early to keep things stress free.


Pick dates and locations early at LEAST 6 months in advance. (again makes things stress free)


Remember to delegate, and the number one reason why people volunteer to help is that they are asked!!


Sell show sponsorships this really helps defray the expense of the show. (2009 we went to $25) netted the club about $500


Also find a pet shop (currently Tropical World) that will help in donating a big raffle prize 2009 netted $800 to the club.


Remember to plan things early I can't say this enough it helps get the info out to those who want it and make things easier for everyone, It gives printer time to prepare things and also gives webmaster/mistress time to post things. 


Make sure the show trailer shows up to the show site early, traditionally we do a Friday-Sunday event. Show trailer would need to be at site by AT Least noon. Don’t be afraid to ask for volunteers, the more the merrier.


I have learned as show chairman to have a deadline for the entries a couple weeks Before the show makes things easier to plan.


Allow for at least a 5-10 person cushion on the banquet usually on the + side, that's what happened in 2008, and 2009 too many last minute people (don't advertise that though) The club has in the past granted free dinners for the President, Show Chairman, speakers, and Judges. 

There are many other little details, and if somebody does not like something remind them that until they get involved in the planning process and or volunteer don't let it bother you.
